3 of those are non-reconmendati ons.

4 MB. WAGSTAFF:  Okay.

5 MR GRIFFIS: Gand H

6 BY M5, WAGSTAFF:

7 Q So he gives you a handful of

8 recommendations of actions to take to answer those

9 gquestions, correct?

10 A Well, there are a couple of points

11  whereby he does not recomrend sonet hi ng.

12 Q kay.
13 A Yeah.
14 Q So that's | think what your counsel was
15 just saying is that -- so let's make this a little

16 bit cl eaner.
17 Dr. Parry gave a list of eight questions

18 that were | eft unanswered, correct?

19 A That he would like to see answered, yes.
20 Q kay. And as a scientist, you would have
21 | i ked to see those answered as well, correct?

22 A These were genui ne questions, yes.

23 Q Yeah. Good questions, right?

24 A These were good questions, yes.

25 Q Ckay. And he provided with a |ist of
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1 actions that Monsanto could take to answer those

2 questions, correct?

3 A Yes.

4 Q Ckay. And we've gone over a few of

5 those.

6 So then Dr. Parry says at the very end of
7 his recomendations: "M overall viewis that if

8 thereis -- ny overall viewis that if the reported

9 genotoxicity of glyphosate and gl yphosate
10 formulati ons can be shown to be due to the production
11 of oxidative damage, then a case could be nade that

12 any genetic danage woul d be threshol d."

13 Did | read that correctly?
14 A You read it, yes.
15 Q Ckay. "Such genetic danage woul d only be

16 bi ol ogically rel evant under conditions of conprom sed
17 anti -- antioxidant status. |If such an oxidative

18 damage nechanismis proved, then it may be necessary

19 to consider the possibility of the susceptible groups

20 within the human popul ation."

21 Did | read that correctly?
22 A You read that correctly, yes.
23 Q Ckay. So there is an expert telling

24 Monsanto in 1999 to do tests that may affect the

25 human popul ati on, correct?
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1 MR GRIFFIS: (bjection.

2 M scharacteri zes the docunent.

3 THE WTNESS: This is a little bit an

4  expanded concl usion. You know, he is nore or |ess

5 asking hinself the question. |If that m ght be true,
6 then there may be suscepti ble groups in a popul ation
7 that m ght be nore susceptible in producing an

8 effect. But he forgets to say those effects have

9 been, you know, obtained through intraperitoneal

10 i njection, whereas the human exposure is not via
11 I ntraperitoneal injection. And that's a very
12 | mportant nuance.

13 BY M. WAGSTAFF:

14 Q So | don't -- how do you know he forgot
15 to say that?

16 A | don't know why he didn't point it out.

17  That's why --

18 Q But he didn't point it out, did he?
19 A Intra -- well, that is limted to

20 intraperitoneal injection. Not sufficiently --
21 Q SO you may -- you nmay not agree with

22 what Dr. Parry wote, but I'mnot asking you to
23 rewwite his report.
24 ' masking you in 1999, Dr. Parry wote

25 to Monsanto and -- and did an anal ysis, gave
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1  questions unanswered, right?

2 A Yes.

3 Q Proposed actions that could be taken,
4 right?

5 A Yes.

6 Q And then stated that the over -- his

7 overall viewis that these tests and answers need to
8 be taken, right?

9 A Yes.

10 Q And then you need to figure out what --
11  what group within the human popul ati on may be

12 affected, correct?

13 MR GRIFFIS: Objection. |t doesn't say
14 t hat .

15 THE WTNESS: That -- that is what he

16  said.

17 M5. WAGSTAFF:.  Ckay.

18 THE WTNESS: But | don't agree with what

19 he said because --

20 BY M5, WAGSTAFF:

21 Q That's -- you can -- that's fine if you
22 don't agree with what he said. I'mjust -- that's
23 what he told Mnsanto, correct?

24 A That's what he told Monsanto, yes.

25 Q Okay. Al right. | have -- we're done
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
